Gentlemen:

It is our privilege to submit for your approval the Capital Im-
provements section of the Comprehensive Plan for the City of Alpine.
The recommendations contained in this report for the construction of
various improvements are based upon realistic needs of the City, if
the basic services required by the citizens are to be provided eco-
nomically. The estimates of the cost of the various improvements are
based on the best available cost figures for similar types of con-
struction in the year 1967.

The proposed improvements are divided into two phases: those
planned for construction from 1967 to 1973, and those to be accom-
plished from 1974 to 1991. It is well to note that you have already
set the forces into motion which will accomplish some of the improve-
ments recommended under the first phase. However, it has become in-
creasingly apparent that Alpine, over the past 20 years, has fallen
far behind in its capital programs and may have to give serious
thought to property evaluations, water and sewer rates and other
revenue sources if it is to regain a controlling position for future
growth, and the needs which this growth will bring.

The recommendations contained in this report should be given
periodic review and consideration by the City Council and citizens
alike, in working toward the needs which these calculations and
estimates represent.

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CAPITAL IMPROVEMENTS PROGRAM
GENERAL - INCOME AND EXPENDITURES

The realization of the recommendations of the Comprehensive Plan
for Alpine are directly dependent upon the community's financial abil-
ities. rudent financial management and sound, well scheduled plan-
ning can usually provide the necessary funds to meet the needs of a
progressive community.

As a basis for a capital improvement program and the preparation
of a capital budget, it is necessary to study the past, present and
future sources of income and operating costs. The municipal debt and
its retirement must be studied. The annual operating statements and
audits were the basic source of information used -for this study. A

summary of the findings is included in the following tabulations.

The City's indebtedness as of March 31, 1967, is shown on pages
CIP 2 and CIP 3. The principal sources of revenue for the City are a
general property ad valorem tax, the sale of water, collection and
treatment of sewage, and collection of garbage. Several other sources,
such as parking meters, building permits, franchises, and traffic
fines, contribute smaller amounts of revenue to the City. The revenue
from property taxes is based upon an assessed valuation of 20% of act-~
ual value and a $2.00 tax rate. The total assessed property valuation

DWELLING, CLASS III - (Motels, Hotels, Dormitories) No Kitchen.

1 bath, 1 toilet, 1 lavatory. Per unit, rate per month $1.00.
Additional fixtures at twenty-five cents each per month. Ten (10)
or more units to be billed at 70% of total units, thus allowing
for 30% non-occupancy.

COMMERCIAL, CLASS I - Minimum $3.00 for first 10 fixtures, plus
twenty-£five cents each per month for additional fixtures.

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COMMERCIAL, CLASS II - Colleges, schools, incdustries - Special
contract with the City of Alpine.

COMMERCTIAL, CLASS III - Churches, non-profit organizations be
charged $3.00 per month for sewer; trailer parks be charged $2.00
per space per month, with 10 oxr more spaces to be billed at 70%
of total spaces per month, thus allowing for 30% non-occupancy.

Outside City Limits - Rate plus 50%.

Rates effective April 1, 1867.

The city of Alpine charges residential users $1.50 per month for
garbage collection. Commercial classification pays a $4.00 minimum
plus additional special charges as may be set by the city council.

A complete breakdown of the City's revenue is shown on page CIP 4.
PROPOSED IMPROVEMENTS

The purpose of this report is to summarize those projects of need-
ed construction which have been proposed for Alpine to estimate their
costs, and to outline approximately when the construction should be
undertaken. Suggested methods of financing are also presented.

The proposals are broken down into two categories: those propos-
ed for construction from the present thfough 1973, and those planned
for comstruction from 1974 through 1921. Estimates have been made of
the cost éf each proposal to the City, the school district, and the
property owner. A capital budget is included for the improvements
proposed from 1967 through 1274.

The assumption is made herein that the property owner will be
assessed 70% of the total cost of local street paving improvements;

and 100% of the cost of adding curb and gutter to streets which are

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already paved.

Possible financial assistance in the construction of needed water,
sewer, park improvements, and drainage is available from various State
and Federal agencies. The economy of Alpine is probably not able to
support the full cost of constructing all of these needed projects.,

It is, therefore, assumed that the City will make applications for
grants of assistance from the appropriate state and federal agencies.
The City's portion of the estimated costs of these projects Has been
divided into four categories:

(1) Authorized bonds.

(2) Applied-for State and Federal grants.

(3) Future capital financing.

(4) Future State or Federal grants.
The first two categories are self-explanatory. Number three may be
future bonds, either revenue or general obligation, budgeted funds,
or other city obligations. The fourth category assumes that future
projects can be justified for appropriate State or Federal assistance
in the form of grants.

A summary of all costs of all proposed projects is shown on page
6. Estimated cost of construction figures are based on current prices
and may vary from the actual cost in future years, as costs change
with economy. Following this summary are descriptions of the work to

be accomplished and the estimated cost of each project.
